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The goal of this innovative multi-year program is to help young composers develop the necessary
skills to achieve excellence in music composition.

This program was designed by Pulitzer Prize-winning composer Steven Stucky, and is administered by the
Los Angeles Philharmonic.

Program overview:

The Composer Fellowship Program is an intensive two-year, after-school composition training program
for select young composers in high school. Eligible applicants must be entering grades 9, 10, or 11 and
must live in Los Angeles County. All classes, rehearsals, and concerts will take place at Walt Disney
Concert Hall. Program begins September 2009.

Program components:
e 20 private and group composition lessons per year (led by LA Phil guest composers and/or CFP
teaching assistant).

e Presentations on a range of topics pertaining to music composition or the professional landscape
of the composition field, presented by the following:

e Students will have the opportunity to hear their music performed in class sessions led by LA Phil
musicians or teaching artists.

e Access to select LA Phil rehearsals and concerts throughout the year.

e Applicant must have strong musicianship skills (sharp ability to distinguish pitches, melodies, and
harmonies by ear, dictation skills, sight singing, etc.).*

e Applicant must have proficient music literacy (have familiarity with all key signatures, clefs, and
other symbols commonly utilized in classical music).

e Applicant must be currently active as an instrumental musician in an orchestra, concert band, or
jazz band (either during the school day or after school hours).

e Applicant must have reliable transportation to and from Walt Disney Concert Hall.
e Applicant must be able to commit to the curriculum and program requirements.
e Applicant must be entering grades 9, 10, or 11 in Fall of 2009.
e Applicant must live in Los Angeles County.
* Please note that the &musicianship skillsaarequirement does not necessarily mean extensive formal

training in music composition or music theory, although students who have this background would
be considered doptimalascandidates.
