What is the School Partners

Program?

» The School Partners Program for
elementary schools is a 6-week
music residency, providing historical
and cultural context of LA
Philharmonic repertoire and
opportunities for student music-
making (grades 3-6).

» Partner schools will have the
opportunity to attend Symphonies
for Schools (school-day concert
featuring the LA Philharmonic at
Walt Disney Concert Hall) in addition
to receiving LA Philharmonic
teaching artist visits.
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How can my students benefit
through this partnership
program?

Your students will:

» Learn developmentally appropriate
musical concepts and vocabulary

illustrated through teaching artist
visits and the concert experience

» Demonstrate the capacity to listen
and to comment on music

» Actively participate in the learning
activities

» Understand and experience music in
relation to its historical and cultural
context and gain an appreciation of
classical music

What are the program

components?

» One 2 "2 hour professional
development workshop for
participating teachers at Walt Disney
Concert Hall

0 Learn about fundamental
music concepts and skills

0 Learn about the composer
featured in concert and the
historical and cultural
context of the music

0 Meet prominent musicians
and educators

0 Attendance is mandatory

» One 90-minute planning session
between teaching artist and
participating teachers at the school
site

0 Communicate and form
meaningful partnerships
with teaching artists in order
to plan, problem solve and
develop common goals for
student learning

0 Foster peer exchange among
participating teachers

0 Review intended learner
outcomes for the sequential
lessons and practice some of
the lessons



What are the program
components? (continued)

» Curriculum that addresses the CA
Content Standards in music and
other academic subject areas and
audio

» Three pre-concert teaching artist
visits per class and one post-concert
teaching artist visit at school site

> Field trip to Walt Disney Concert Hall
to experience the LA Philharmonic
performing an interactive and
inspiring concert that explores the
life and music of Beethoven.

Special considerations

> Your school must select 4 classes to
participate (grade 3-6).

» Your school must provide
transportation to and from the
concert hall.

» Participating teachers must teach
two of the six lessons (curriculum
will be provided).

Teacher and administrative

criteria

In order to be considered for this

partnership program schools must:

» be no more than 20 miles away from
Walt Disney Concert Hall

> work with Education Staff to
determine which grade level(s) at the
school would be optimal for the
program

> select four teachers (grade 3-6) who
are willing to teach two of the six
lessons, attend professional
development, and follow up with
their students between LA
Philharmonic teaching artist visits

> have some existing music education
programs

December 2009 to March 2010
» December 9, 2009 or December 12,
2009: Professional Development
Workshop at Walt Disney Concert
Hall
» January: Planning meeting at school
site to be scheduled with school
» January- March: Teaching Artist
visits to be scheduled with school
» February 24, 2010: Concert at Walt
Disney Concert Hall

Fee structure
Residency fee will be negotiated with the
school. School will provide transportation on
the day of the concert.
Package includes:
» 4 teaching artist visits per class
» Professional development for
teachers
» Fieldtrip to WDCH
» Curriculum with CD's
» Orchestral instruments posters

Application deadline for the 2009-10
school year is June 26, 2009. There are
15 spots available for this year's
program.
